Dr. Tinnin hold degrees from the University of North Texas (B.M.E.), Juilliard (M.M.), and Rutgers (D.M.A.), and has preformed around the globe and with some of the world’s most respected conductors. He has recorded for the New World and Naxos labels, and maintains an active schedule as soloist, lecturer, clinician, and conductor. An award-winning trumpeter Dr. Tinnin is Associate Professor of Trumpet and Director of the Brass Ensemble at the University of North Florida, and performs regularly with the Jacksonville Symphony Orchestra. Dr. Tinnin conducted the UNF Brass Ensemble in their performances at the Lake Eden Arts Festival and at the Juilliard School, and was guest conductor of the UNF Wind Ensemble at Carnegie Hall in 2008.  A recognized authority in Baroque trumpet performance practice, Randy collaborates with New Trinity Baroque, an Atlanta-based period instrument ensemble praised as one of the finest in the country, and is a founding member of Serafini Brillanti, a trio that specializes in early to contemporary works for soprano and trumpet. A strong advocate of the arts as an instrument of social change, Dr. Tinnin was director of the H.O.P.E School of the Arts prior to moving to Jacksonville, mentoring under-served children in New York City. He continues these efforts as the Director of UNF Music Mentors, which sponsors UNF music students who provide music instruction to under-served youth in Jacksonville.
